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                        ONLINE TRADERS NO’s LIKELY  TO JUMP AT 3.5 MILLION BY 2015: SMC GLOBAL    
SMC Global Securities Ltd has projected that numbers of Online traders in equities are likely go up to a minimum level of 3.5 million by 2015 from current estimated level of 2.2 million, assuming that it would grow at 25 to 30 per cent annually in next 4 to 5 years  since 60 per cent of India’s population is below 35 years of age with an added advantage of it’s being tech savvy. 
Releasing its estimates of ONLINE TRADERS BY 2015 here today, SMC Global Securities Ltd’s Director, Mr Ajay Garg said that brokerage houses also charge their usual brokerages  from their  online clients in return to  their terminal and user services , a large number of youngsters are shifting from off line trading on to online since it is easier and less time consuming.
 This lot, since finds, brokerage  for online trading extremely competitive also saves a lot of its time   and energy, besides expert advice and knowledge for such an activity is available on the screen to guide them  fetch good returns with exercising their own wisdom. Secondly, the online traders do not feel mislead as they trade according to their own best judgment and their dependence gets minimized on physical expertise of brokerage houses, which suit them the most.
Thirdly, young generation is vastly intelligent and sufficiently familiar with technology and thus make it capable enough to conveniently handling intricacies of Online trading without any hassle. Mr Garg pointed out that currently, approximately 10 million individuals trade in BSE and NSE, of which 78 per cent carry their activities through offline and remaining 22 per cent online. This proportion is going to witness a reversal in course of time even if perception persists that capital market will remain range bound for some time due to on-going internal and external economic uncertainties. 
The craze for Online trade is also emerging following  intensely  growing desire in young and middle aged self reliant including  employees to take part in capital market  transactions to not only multiply their wealth faster and quicker but also help them stand and insure shocks of possible employment loss  since sustainability in modern employment , especially outside state owned set-ups has begun to be challenged  frequently and with virtually no provocation ,  feels the company . 
SMC Global Securities Ltd is also of the view that since 60 per cent of India’s  population being below 35 years of age is a favorable demographic dynamism for increasing Online trading and will grow and pick up pace with social networking sites such as Facebook, Orkut and Twitter etc which are growing phenomenally.
 This new trend has also emerged as youngsters are advised at home too  by their guardians and mentors  to shed their inherited inhibitions against risks and become integral part of trading activities in capital market with an expert advice and earn much more and faster with their savings as jobs are no longer deemed to be secure and permanent due to emerging realities of economic integration in which scale of boundaries are disappearing  and competence only enduring employment,  added Mr Garg  .
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
